(Dragon-AE20 i Jade-AE11), although the Dragon-AE20 service is temporarily suspended by the alliance and no date has yet been set for its reactivation.
For its part, the Ocean Alliance has a weekly stopover between Barcelona and the Far East with its MED 2 service.

In this 2M it is the only alliance that has regular services between the Port of Barcelona and the east cost of the United States.
